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Member Profile: Bertrand Harrington

How and why did you start in photography?

| can't really be sure. | remember at a very early
age probably about 7 or 8 playing at "taking
pictures” with a point and click box Brownie my
parents had. | think they got it by collecting
coupons from packets of tea. | had my first ‘real
camera as a teenager — a Balda folding 6 x 6
model with variable aperture and shutter speed
and focusing. | used to carry an exposure
calculator and a rangefinder in my pocket, there
was no such thing as these being built into the
camera. | gradually went on and up from their
ending with an Olympus OM 4 as my last film
camera. About 15 to 20 years ago | became
interested in video and video editing and very
much neglected my still photography until about

a year ago when | became frustrated by the amount of unedited video material which
was accumulating. Result, | went out and bought a digital SLR, so now the wheel has
turned full circle.

What camera do you use and what is your favourite lens at the moment ?

| use a Canon 450 D. | bought myself a Canon 100 mm Macro lens at the beginning of
September so just for the moment this would have to be my favourite, being all shiny
new and opening up many new opportunities.

What are your photographic goals ?
To get to know and understand the use of digital photography and my camera in the
way that | did with my old Olympus film equipment

What does being a member of the CHRSL Photography Club mean to you?
The opportunity to get to know and benefit from the experience of people who have
been developing with digital technology while | was "away" taking video.

Are you drawn to any one type of photography and why?
| like working against the light, | find the silhouette shapes and shadows fascinating, but
as indicated above | want to start looking into Macro work.

Do you have a “photographic moment/adventure” to share ?

| remember developing and printing my first colour negative film. It was all wet
chemistry, prepare your own developers, use complimentary gelatine correction filters
and lots of test strips. The pictures were of my cousin's wedding and | still have prints
somewhere, - but | never got the right shade of pink for the bridesmaids dresses. Now
we have Photoshop, and although then every print gave you it's own individual sense of
achievement, | wouldn't want to go back to the old method.

What has been your favourite holiday and travels?
Definitely a trip to Antarctica 5 years ago. | bought a new digital video camera especially
for the trip and have some fantastic video on the tapes up on the shelf. | think this was
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probably the genesis of my move back to still photography because 5 years later | am
still nowhere near to finishing the editing of it.

Do you follow any sport or team or have a hobby?

No | don't get involved in sport although | used to enjoy skiing up until a few years ago.
For many years | have enjoyed building, designing and flying radio controlled aircraft as
a hobby.

What do you do in your "real" life?

| have been partially retired since 1994 and fully retired since about 98. Since about
2000 I spend a great deal of my spare time with Computer Pals for Seniors The Hills.
Apart from being the club Vice President | have written courses for, and conduct classes
in Photoshop Elements and Video Editing.

Do you have any suggestions for the Photography Club ?

| have only been a member of the club for just under a year so far from me to make
suggestions about how to run the club. Judging from the size of the club and the
number of people at all the meetings which | have attended, | would say keep on doing
what you're doing now.

Photography Dictionary: B

Back Lighting: lighting behind a subject, directed towards the camera.

Barrel distortion: A lens aberration that distorts an image. Straight vertical lines bow
outwards. Barrel distortion is found using a fish-eye lens and can be used to great effect.

Bas-relief: A method of producing images that stand out. Produced by sandwiching a
positive and negative of the same image slightly out of register.

Bayonet mount: a type of fitting enabling lenses to be mounted on the camera body
quickly and easily.

Bee gun: A hand-held smoke gun used to produce special effects smoke by burning
charcoal and incense.

Bokeh: Pronounced Bo (as in bone) and Ken (as in Ken), both the 'Bo' and the 'Ke'
equally emphasised..... In Japanese, this term literally means “blur,” and in photography,
this is an out-of-focus quality that comes as a result of certain photographic compositions.
Normally, this is seen in photographs that utilise a large aperture.

Bounce Flash: light from an electronic flash bounding off a reflective surface such as a
wall, ceiling or white umbrella- produces a softer more diffused illumination

Bracketing: shooting the same picture three times: one underexposed (high aperture),
one at correct exposure, and one overexposed (low aperture).

Brightness: "The subjective impression of luminance.

B (Bulb): A shutter-speed setting on an adjustable camera that allows for time
exposures. When set on B, the shutter will stay open as long as the shutter release button
remains depressed.
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Bring Down the Wall: Janie News, FAPS

Below is an article from Janie News which was published in the APS magazine
‘Image’”. Janie's article addresses the issues raised by some members to the
committee regarding a competition for images not using Photoshop at all.

There is still a lingering divide in photography clubs that should have been put to rest
years ago. People with film experience spanning decades who take accurate and
beautiful photographs tend to deride more expressionistic and artistic creations; they
assume that the shot wasn’t very good in the first place and had been ‘fiddled with' on a
computer to look better. Conversely, there are creative workers who dismiss untouched
photographs as old fashioned and merely record shots that are lacking in personality.

In fact, both approaches are ‘right’ for their style of work and nobody is ‘wrong'.
Fortunate is the photographer who expands their horizon to encompass both
approaches. Hopefully this element includes camera club judges who are able to
appreciate the whole spectrum of photographic work members present in competitions.

Digital photography should not be seen as replacing traditional film photography or
representing a lowering of standards; it is a progression and extension of the artform,
widening its appeal and embracing many new enthusiasts. It demands a very different
set of skills from darkroom work but it doesn't replace taking a good initial photograph,
although in some instances it does simplify techniques. The camera is merely a tool to
create a result and if now the result is achieved more easily and better, there is more
room for the artistic expression of the photographer.

Taking a photograph beyond an accurate record builds on all the basic skills then adds
an extra ingredient of imagination. In-camera techniques using a strobe light, slow
shutterspeed, panning or unexpected point of view are all creative ways of telling the
story in an original way. It takes an open mind and understanding to avoid looking at
those images and saying "Yes, but is it photography?" Photography is not a narrow
field, it is as wide and varied as the personalities of the people taking the photographs.

Programmes such as Photoshop are often used as a repair tool, and why shouldn't
beginners take advantage of modern technology to save a well composed and
interesting shot spoiled by a novice's fault such as a crooked horizon, a lamp post
sprouting from a head or over/under exposure? Since this is now available to us, do we
really have to either live with our mistakes or go back and re-shoot? These tools enable
a quicker learning curve, and their use is not merely a lazy way to cover up. Beginners
don't choose to repeat their mistakes, they like to repair them and learn in the process.

Computer skills can also open the door to artistic work beyond anyone's wildest dreams
only a few years ago. Using layers and filters, creating images using montages and
inserted elements can be exciting and liberating. We are fortunate to live in an era
where the mouse can replace a paintbrush in the creation of an artistic composition, if
we so wish.

So how can the divide be overcome to allow every good photograph to be appreciated
for its own style of beauty? Put aside preconceived notions, personal prejudice and
individual taste and view every photographic work with fresh eyes. Embrace the new
and different and be willing to learn new skills and the wall will come tumbling down.

It consists of
1,665 full format pictures with 21.4 mega
pixel, which was recorded by a photo-robot
in 172 minutes. The converting of 102 GB
raw data by a computer with a main
memory cache of 48 GB and 16 processors
took 94 hours. The picture is the largest in
the world.
